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Etické a estetické suvislosti hodnotenia prostredia

Pravda, dobro a krdsa su bez naroku na poradie délezitosti univer-
zalne veli¢iny, ciel ludskych snazeni pocas celej histérie. V mene prav-
dy, dobra a krasy sa viedli vojny, dobyvali nové svety, zakladali kniz-
nice a univerzity. Ked prestala stacit moralka, cesty k dobru zacala
hladat spravodlivost prostrednictvom zdkonov, filozofia a ostatné vedy
pravdu neustdle hladajui, umenie sprostredkiva krdsu. Dobro sa vy-
medzovalo voéi zlu, pravda voc¢i klamstvu, omylu a neznalosti, krasa
voci osklivosti.

Pravda, dobro a krasa prakticky nikdy nevystupovali samostatne. Prav-
da a krasa sa dostavali do vztahu s mordlkou. Znamy filozof Ludwig Witt-
genstein hovoril, Ze etika a estetika st jedno, Kierkegaard povazoval este-
tické a etické za vyvojové stadia cloveka. Prirodzeny pojem dobra sa roz-
vinul do subjektivnych az vSeludskych vztahov, do predstavy zabezpecit
dobro pre vietkych. Riadenia Stdtov, cirkevnych a inych spolocenstiev
v zasade sledovali aj tito viziu. Koncepcie pravdy (pravdivosti) a krasy
mali tento ciel podporovat. Etika dobra vSak sama na reflexiu environ-
mentdlnych problémov nestaci. Treba ju obohatit o etiku vedomia vycha-
dzajiicu z poznania ako funguje Zivotné prostredie a co z toho vyplyva pre
posudzovanie zasahov cloveka dor.

Umenie, ako producent krasnych veci, sa v dejinach casto stavalo aj
ndstrojom moci. Umelci posluizili tomu najhorSiemu, ¢o z histérie po-
zname. Krdsa reprezentovana hyperbolizaciou a idealizaciou klasickych
vzorov pomdhala spolocensky legalizovat najtvrdsie totalitné rezimy.

Estetika sa, samozrejme, nevyhla analyze krdsy veci (Ze sd krdsnea ako
su krdsne je relativne jasné). Existuju kontrastné koncepcie pévodu kra-
sy - kantovska oslobodzuje krasu od vésne, freudovska siaha az do hlbin
podvedomia. Krdsa vsak koresponduje aj so zdravim. Krdsny je zdravy
clovek, zdravy strom, ale aj zdravy ekosystém.

Zmenil sa vztah kultdry a prirody, alebo skor jeho vnimanie, posu-
dzovanie a konstituovanie. Lokadlne ¢iny maju globalne doésledky, meni
sa Struktira a miera zodpovednosti, najméd ak s pritomné primerané
etické pozicie. Pre prehlasenie: ,toto nie je moja vec,” sa zmendSilo teri-
térium. Ak md ludstvo prekonat sticasni environmentdlnu krizu, musi
svoje etické ohlady rozsirit cez zivociSstvo a rastlinstvo na globalny eko-
systém.
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Ethical and Aesthetical Context
of Environmental Valuation

Regardless of the order of importance, the truth, good and beauty are
universal values, the aims of human effort during the whole history. In
the name of the truth, good and beauty, the wars have been waged, new
worlds occupied, libraries and universities founded. When morality held
off, justice found the way to good by laws; philosophy and other sciences
have been continuously searching for the truth; art mediates the beauty.
Good was delimited against evil, truth against lie, mistake and ignorance,
beauty against ugliness.

Truth, good and beauty never appear independently. Truth and beauty
have been related to morality. The well-known philosopher Ludwig Witt-
genstein said, that ethics and aesthetics are one entity, Kierkegaard consi-
dered aesthetics and ethics as evolutional stages of man. The natural no-
tion of good was developed from subjective up to universal relations — to
the notion of ensuring good for everybody. Governance of states, of eccle-
siastical and other communities have also followed this vision. The concept
of truth and beauty has been always meant to support this aim. However,
ethics of good alone is not enough to reflect environmental problems. It
must be enriched with ethics of consciousness originating from the knowled-
ge how environment works and how to assess human interferences.

Art, as the producer of beautiful things has often became a tool of
power. Artists served also to the worst we know from history. Beauty pre-
sented by hyperbolisation and idealization of classical examples helped
to socially legalize the most harsh autocratic regimes.

Aesthetics, of course, did not avoid an analysis of beauty of things
(that they are beautiful and how beautiful they are, is relative). There are
contrast concepts of the origin of beauty - Kant's releases beauty from
passion, Freud’s goes back up to the deepness of subconscious. Beauty
corresponds also with health. Healthy man, healthy tree as well as he-
althy ecosystem are beautiful.

The relation to culture and nature, or rather their perception evalua-
tion and constitution, have changed. Local activities have global consequ-
ences; the structure and degree of responsibility have changed, especially
if there are adequate ethical positions. The statement “this is not my busi-
ness” losses its territory. If mankind has to overcome the present envi-
ronmental crisis, it must broaden its ethical view through flora and fauna
to global ecosystem.
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
