Fakulta prirodnych vied, ktora sa konstituovala v marci
1993, zabezpecuje pripravu ucitelov pre vsetky prirodoved-
né predmety zakladnych i strednych $kol s vyucovacim
jazykom slovenskym i madarskym.Vyznamnym medzni-
kom bol akademicky rok 1998/1999, v ktorom sa naplnil
prvy 5-roény studijny cyklus v odbore Environmentdlna
ekologia na Katedre ekologie a environmentalistiky (denné
Studium navstevovalo 214 posluchdcov) a fakulta otvorila
neucitelské magisterské stidium v tomto odbore. V tom
istom akademickom roku boli prijati prvi Studenti na neu-
citelské bakaldrske studium v odbore Environmentalistika.
Katedra ekoldgie a environmentalistiky je akreditovana
pre vsetky tri formy Stidia v studijnom odbore Ucitelstvo
akademickijch predmetov, v programe dvojodborového
$tudia Ekologia a jednoodborového stiadia Ochrana a vyuzi-
vanie krajiny. Na katedre v sucasnosti pdsobia 3 profesori,
2 docenti, 9 odbornych asistentov, 2 vyskumni pracovnici
a 9 internych doktorandov.

This Faculty of Natural Sciences was established in
March 1993 and it prepares teachers in all natural-sci-
ence subjects at elementary and secondary schools. The
first 5-years cycle in the study programme of Environ-
mental Ecology finished in the 1998/1999 academic year,
with 214 students participating on a daily basis. In the
same year the Faculty opened Master study programme
of Environmental Ecology, non-pedagogic orientation.
We also began a three year Bachelor programme called
Environmental Science. The Department of Ecology
and Environmental Science is accredited for all three
forms of study for these study programmes: Teaching
of Academic Subjects, Ecology, and Landscape Protection
and Land use. The Department employs 3 professors,
2 assistant professors, 9 lecturers, 2 researchers, and
9 graduated students.

Scientific and research activity at the Department
is directed towards landscape ecology. This consists
of integrated research into landscape structural com-
ponents and elements focused on landscape proc-
esses and changes. Additionally, theory and methods
in environmental ecology and its management are
elaborated, and new teaching methods in ecological
and environmental science are being developed and
applied.

Since its inception Landscape
Ecology has become one of the most significant subjects
in the branch of General Ecology, later of Applied Ecology,
for study programmes Landscape Ecology and Nature Con-
servation and Landscape Engineering and Design. Currently,

Krajinnoekologicky vyskum
fakulty sa orientuje na zdkladny vyskum krajinnych
zloziek, vzdjomné vztahy abiotickych, biotickych
a socioekonomickych subsystémov v krajine, kvan-
tifikdciu krajinnoekologickych procesov, typizaciu
krajiny a hodnotenie vizualnych charakteristik krajiny
opierajtc sa 0o moderné technoldgie GIS a DPZ. Fakulta
ma 6 katedier: Katedru bioldgie a vSeobecnej ekologie,
Katedru aplikovanej ekoldgie, Katedru planovania
a tvorby krajiny, Katedru environmentdlneho inzinier-
stva, Katedru spolocenskych vied a Katedru UNESCO
pre ekologické vedomie a trvalo udrzatelny rozvoj,
dovedna 59 pracovnikov a 564 posluchdcov.

ecology and Geoecological Mapping, Quantitative Methods
in Landscape Ecology, Development of Cultural Landscape).
These are especially in the study programmes of Ecology
and Land Use and Landscape Management. Landscape eco-
logical research at our faculty is oriented towards the basic
research of landscape components, mutual relations of
abiotic, biotic and socioeconomic landscape subsystems,
landscape processes quantification, landscape typology
and the assessment of landscape visual characteristics,
where modern technologies such as GIS and remote
sensing are utilized. The Faculty consists of six depart-
ments: the Department of Biology and General Ecology,
the Department of Applied Ecology, the Department of
Landscape Planning and Creation, the Department of
Environmental Engineering, the Department of Social
Sciences and the UNESCO Department. In total, we cur-
rently have 59 emploees and 564 students.

Fakulta bola zalozend r. 1995 a ma akreditované
prdva na vzdeldvanie v 3 stuprioch Stidia: bakaldrskom,
inzinierskom a doktorandskom, ako aj prava habilitdcie
ainaugurdcie (v Studijnych odboroch: Krajinnd a zahradnd
architektira, Krajindrstvo, resp. Krajinné inZinierstvo a Zd-
hradnictvo). Fakulta ma 63 pedagogov a 8 katedier, z nich
4 sa zaoberaju problematikou krajinnoekologického
vyskumu: Katedra zdhradnej a krajinnej architektury,
Katedra krajinného planovania a pozemkovych tprav,
Katedra krajinného inZinierstva a Katedra biotechniky
parkovych a krajinnych dprav. Vyskum tychto katedier je
zamerany na metodiku krajinnoekologického planovania,
krajinnoarchitektonicky a bioekologicky vyskum histo-
rickych parkov, sidelnej a krajinnej vegetacie, vyskum
Struktdry krajiny s dérazom na produkény potencial,
ochranu a revitalizaciu vodnych tokov, vodné hospodar-
stvo krajiny, ochranu a zurodriovanie pody a organizaciu
polnohospodarskej pody pomocou pozemkovych tiprav.
Fakulta md 1 400 Studentov, kazdy rok graduuje cca 200
bakaldrov a inzinierov. Je jedina svojho druhu na Sloven-
sku a mad vysoku preferenciu zdujmu o Studium.

The Faculty is established in 1995 and has accredited
rights for education in 3 levels: Bachelor, Engineering and
PhD study level as well as habilitation and inauguration proc-
esses (in course: Landscape and Garden Architecture, Landscape
Engineering, and Horticulture). The faculty has 63 teachers
and 8 departments, 4 of which deal with landscape ecology
research: These are the Department of Garden and Landscape
Architecture, the Department of Landscape Planning and Land
Consolidation, the Department of Landscape Engineering and
the Department of Green’s Biotechnics. The research fields of
these departments target the methodology of landscape ecologi-
cal planning, the landscape architectonical and bioecological
issues of historical parks, the green areas in settlements and
landscape, research of landscape structure and its potential. Re-
search focuses on protection and revitalization of watercourses,
landscape water management, soil protection and cultivation
and on the organisation of agricultural soil via land consolida-
tion. We have almost 1,400 students studying here annually,
including 200 bachelor and engineering graduates, and since
we are the only Faculty in this field in Slovakia, there is great
interest to study here.
