Geograficka sekce Prirodovédecké
fakulty Univerzity Karlovy v Praze

Po zruseni Geografického ustavu QSAV je tato
sekce nejvétsi geografické pracovisté v Ceské repub-
lice. Navazuje na vice nez 200-letou tradici geografie
na UK. Geografickd sekce vznikla po reorganizaci
r. 1990. Zahrnuje 4 katedry, na nichz studuje vice
nez 1 000 posluchaci v bakaldrském, magisterském
i doktorandském stupni a ptisobi 75 internich
a dalsi $pickovi domdci i zahraniéni odbornici jako
externisté. Geograficka sekce je nositelem dlouho-
dobého vyzkumného zdmeéru Geografické systémy
a rizikové procesy v kontextu globdlnich zmén a evropské
integrace. Vyzkumu piirodniho prostfedi a krajiny
se vénuje Katedra fyzické geografie a geoekologie,
ktera je ve svém oboru vidéim pracovistém v CR.
Rozviji zdkladni i aplikovany vyzkum v hlavnich
specializacich fyzické geografie véetné geoekologie.
Pozornost je vénovana zejména dynamice globalnich
a regiondlnich zmén prirodniho prostfedi, diagnos-
tice pfirodniho ohrozeni a rizik vcéetné prognozy
rizikovych procest, vyzkumu krajiny v ddolnich
nivdch v souvislosti s katastrofalnimi povodnémi
a vlivu zmén krajiny na pribéh a vyskyt povod-
ni, ekohydrologickému hodnoceni vodnich toki
a ploch, problematice biotickych sukcesi a invazi
v krajiné. Nové projekty fesi rizikové procesy a vyvoj
krajiny ve vysokych pohofich, hodnoceni diverzity
a heterogenity krajiny ve vzdjemnych souvislostech
geodiverzity a biodiverzity, vyuziti metod DPZ a GIS
k hodnocenti teplotnich a vlhkostnich rezimi krajiny.
S vyuzitim digitalnich databazi a metod GIS se rozvi-
jeji nové metody typologie krajiny Ceskeé republiky.
Ve spoluprdci s VUKOZ Prithonice feS§ime projekt
implementace Evropské umluvy o krajiné na lokalni
drovni. Katedra je clenem sdruzeni evropskych vy-
zkumnych pracovist Landscape Europe, jeji clenové
jsou zastoupeni ve vykonnych organech IALE a CZ-
-IALE. Katedra spolupracuje s mnozstvim domdcich
i zahrani¢nich univerzit, akademickych a resortnich
vyzkumnych dstavi. Zajistuje akreditovanou vyuku
v magisterském a doktorském studijnim programu
Fyzickd geografie a geoekologie. Kromé zdkladniho
predmétu Krajinnd ekologie zajistuje i vyuku pfedméti
Krajinné planovdni, Metody v krajinné ekologii, Semindr
z geoekologie, Vybrané kapitoly z biogeografie a Ochrana
ptirody a krajiny. Katedra socidlni geografie a regio-
ndlniho rozvoje ma dlouholetou tradici ve vyzkumu
vyuZiti ploch a zmén ve vyuzivani krajiny s pomoci
databaze historického vyuziti. Res{ se zde i aktudlni
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Section of Geography of the Faculty of
Science, Charles University in Prague

Since the abolition of the Geographical Institute of the
Academy of Sciences, this section has become the leading
geographical institution in the Czech Republic. Its activities
are linked to the long tradition of geography at the Charles
University which spans more than 200 years. This Geographi-
cal section was established after reconstruction in 1990 and it
is divided into 4 departments with more than 1,000 students
at Bachelor, MSc. and PhD levels of study. We employ 75
internal and external domestic and foreign specialists. The
long-term research plan focuses on Geographical systems and
risk processes in the context of global changes and European Inte-
gration. The Department of Physical Geography and Geoecol-
ogy is traditionally aimed at landscape research. Both basic
and applied research in the main subdisciplines of physical
geography including geoecology are carried out by this Depart-
ment. Attention is especially paid to the dynamics of regional
and global changes in the natural environment; diagnostics
of natural risks and hazards including the prognosis of risk
processes; landscape dynamics in alluvial plains in connec-
tion with catastrophic floods; and the ecohydrological assess-
ment of streams, biotic invasions and successions in cultural
landscapes. New research projects deal with risk processes
and landscape evolution in high mountains, the assessment
of biodiversity, geodiversity and landscape heterogeneity in
mutual relationships, as well as the development of digital
remote sensing and GIS methods of investigating landscape
thermal and moisture régimes. New methods of landscape
typology in the Czech Republic have been developed using
digital databases and GIS methods. The research project
for implementing the European Landscape Convention at
alocal level is carried out in collaboration with The Silva
Tarouca Research Institute for Landscape and Ornamental
Gardening, p. r. i., in Prithonice. This Department is an
associate member of Landscape Europe, whose members
are delegated in IALE and CZ-IALE steering committees.
Additionally, close collaboration has been developed with
many domestic and foreign universities and research in-
stitutes in the field of physical geography and landscape
ecology. The Department guarantees accredited education in
MSc. and PhD study programmes in Physical Geography and
Geoecology. As well as the basic course in Landscape Ecology,
courses in Landscape Planning, Methods in Landscape Ecology,
Selected Chapters from Biogeography and Nature and Landscape
Protection are also offered. The Department of Social Geo-
graphy and Regional Development has a long tradition in
research in landscape changes using digital databases of
historical land use. Topical problems in the development
of peripheries, and processes in suburbanization, local and

For a long time it had remained
the only University workplace of that name in the Czech Re-
public. Following its restructuring, partial name change and
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
