(2)
V oblasti krajinného inzenyrstvi a pozemkovyjch tiprav
se podrobné fesi problematika vodni a vétrné eroze
pomoci eroznich modeld. Zna¢na pozornost se vénu-
je péci o malé vodni toky, véetné jejich revitalizace,
jakoz i problematice zavlah. (3) V perspektivnim
oboru Rozvoj venkova jsou pracovnici dstavu zapojeni
do mezindrodniho programu DERREG. Prvni mo-
ravska konference EURORURAL ‘08 zalozila tradici
biendlnich konferenci o rurdlni problematice. Pri-
kopnickym pocinem je vydavani on-line védeckého
casopisu European Countryside. (4) V oboru odpadové
hospoddrstvi a Cistsi produkce je vyzkum zaméren na
problematiku biodegradabilnich odpadi. Pracovnici
dstavu poskytuji odbornou pomoc pfti tvorbé plant
odpadového hospodarstvi podniki a zavadéni norem
fady ISO, posuzuji ekologické zatéze a jejich vliv na
zivotni prostiedi.

relocation to new premises it now has 14 academic workers
and 8 administrative and technical staff. It provides courses
for the entire university, especially in Bachelor and MSc.
degree programmes in agricultural specializations at the Fac-
ulty of Agronomy. It’s scientific and research activities focus
on 4 areas: (1) Landscape ecology research monitors land use
changes of the countryside, and the related consequences
to biodiversity and ecological stability of the landscape on
model areas of diverse natural and production conditions.
Research activities also focus on the issue of sustainable
cultivation in rural areas, and particularly on the principles
and indicators of sustainability. Outcomes sought in practice
include expert opinions on the biological assessment of
projects, and the results of monitoring of actualized revitali-
sation projects and newly established elements of territorial
systems of ecological stability — biocentres and biocorridors.
(2) In the area of Landscape engineering and land consolidation
the department focuses on the issues of water and wind
erosion with the use of erosion models. Particular attention
is paid to the maintenance of small watercourses, and this
includes revitalisation, and irrigation. (3) The promising area
of Rural development includes the involvement of departmen-
tal employees in the multinational DERREG programme.
The first Moravian conference EURORURAL ‘08 founded
a tradition of biannual conferences in rural research. The
European Countryside on-line science journal is a pioneer
project in this area. (4) In the Waste management and cleaner
production, research activities are focused on the issue of
biodegradable wastes. Departmental employees provide
professional counselling in the process of elaboration of
waste management plans for companies, and also in the
course of implementation of ISO standards; additionally,
they assess environmental impacts and their effects on the
environment as such.

In relationship to the landscape,
the activities of individual branches of Agency are oriented
towards landscape protection and development, and also to
landscape ecological planning.

It also provides
coordinating activities, and it prepares and organizes confer-
ences, workshops, seminars, exhibitions and other activities.
The Agency arranges programmes and plans and evaluates
their fulfilment, it elaborates and purchases projects, expert
knowledge and references, plus information and documents.
Additionally, it provides expert activities oriented towards
Slovak Republic commitments and compliances resulting
from international conventions. The Agency cooperates
with other expert organizations, public administration and
stakeholders both from the Slovak Republic and from abroad.
