Medzinarodna asocidcia pre krajinnu
ekoldgiu mad za ciel rozvijat krajinnd
ekoldgiu ako vedecku bazu analyzy, pla-
novania a manazmentu krajiny. Podporuje
medzinarodnd spolupracu a interdis-
ciplindrne prepojenie vyskumu pomocou
vedeckych, odbornych, vzdelavacich
a komunikacnych aktivit. V stucasnosti
mad IALE 1 400 ¢lenov.

Myslienka zalozit Medzindrodnd asocidciu pre
krajinnud ekoldgiu sa zrodila medzi holandskymi
krajinnymi ekolégmi na konci 70. rokov minulé-
ho storocia. Vychddzali aj z navrhu slovenskych
krajinnych ekolégov prezentovaného v zaveroch
1. medzindrodného sympozia o problematike ekologic-
kého vyskumu krajiny, ktoré sa konalo r. 1967 na
Slovensku. Tieto medzindrodné sympdzia v pravi-
delnych trojroénych intervaloch organizuje prof.
Milan Ruzicka a jeho tim zo Slovenskej akadémie
vied. Konkrétnejsie formulované ndvrhy na zalozenie
asociacie predlozila skupina holandskych krajinnych
ekolégov na medzindrodnom kongrese Perspektivy
krajinnej ekologie, ktory sa konal vo Veldhovene
(Holandsko) v aprili 1981. Navrhlo sa, aby sa zalo-
zenie IALE uskutocnilo v rdmci 6. medzinarodného
sympozia o problematike ekologického vyskumu
krajiny v Piestanoch (25. - 30. oktébra 1982) ako
prejav uznania vkladu krajinnej ekoldgie v byvalom
Ceskoslovensku do medzindrodnej spoluprace.

IALE funguje ako diskusné forum. Podporuje snahu
krajinnych ekolégov preklenit hranice jednotlivych
vednych disciplin a spolocne pracovat na vybudovani
tedrie a rozvijani poznatkov o krajinnych Struktdrach
a procesoch, rozvijani integrovanych nastrojov a spo-
soboch ich vyuzitia v redlnych situdcidch manazmentu
krajiny s cielom uplatnit ich pri rieSeni problémov.

International Association for
Landscape Ecology

The International Association for
Landscape Ecology (IALE) aims to develop
landscape ecology as a scientific basis for
analysis, planning and management of
the world’s landscapes. IALE advances
international co-operation and interdisci-
plinary synergism within the research field,
through scientific, scholarly, educational
and communication activities. Currently, IALE has 1,400
members.

The initial step was to set up an International Association
for Landscape Ecology among Dutch landscape ecologists at
the end of the 1970’s, and this was also based on a Slovakian
proposal presented in the minutes of the 1% International
Symposium on Problems of Landscape Ecological Research, which
was held in Slovakia in 1967. These international symposia
were organised in the former Czechoslovakia, and also since
1993 in the Slovak Republic, triennially by Professor Milan
Ruzicka and his team from the Slovak Academy of Sciences.
More concrete proposals for establishing association were
put forward by a group of Dutch landscape ecologists at the
International Congress “Perspectives in Landscape Ecology”
held in Veldhoven (the Netherlands) in April 1981. Within
the framework of this congress, the funding for such an
association was proposed to take place at the 6% Interna-
tional Symposium in Piestany on October 25 - 30, 1982, in
acknowledgement of Czechoslovak endeavours for interna-
tional cooperation in the field of landscape ecology.

IALE encourages landscape ecologists to transcend the
boundaries of individual scientific disciplines and to work to-
gether building theory and developing knowledge of landscape
patterns and processes. They were also encouraged to develop
integrative tools and make them applicable to real landscape
management situations, and to apply them to problem solving.
IALE provides the infrastructure for a world-wide organization of
landscape ecologists, which serves as a discussion platform and

1987 v uzkej spolupraci s vydavatelstvom Klu-
wen Academic Publications vydava klicovy vedecky
casopis Landscape Ecology. V spoluprdci s Cambridge
Publishing House vydava Cambridge Studies in Landsca-
pe Ecology. Kazdé 4 roky organizuje svetové kongresy
a regiondlne konferencie. Vyznamnym aktualnym
pocinom, ktorého iniciatormi su prof. J. Brandt a prof.
M. Antrop, je priprava Eurdpskej asocidcie pre krajinnu
ekologiu, ktorej zakladajice zasadnutie bude v ramci
Eurdpskej konferencie IALE v juli t. r. v rakiskom
Salzburgu.

Slovenski krajinni ekoldgovia sa velmi aktivne
zapdjaju do ¢innosti IALE. Prof. Milan Ruzicka bol
prvym viceprezidentom IALE a v tejto funkcii posobil
od r.

stimulates interaction across the disciplines. To achieve its aims,
TALE has appointed an executive committee, and has a web-site
and JALE Bulletin, published from 1983. IALE chapters (regional
and national) are the backbone of IALE. Herein, regional and
local contacts and information are exchanged, and national ac-
tion plans coordinated. IALE has more than 20 active regional
and national chapters around the world and maintains several
working groups (e.g. LE-Net and IALE-IUFRO).

Since 1987, IALE has worked in close collaboration with
Kluwen Academic Publications to produce a major landscape
ecological journal Landscape Ecology. IALE, in collaboration
with the Cambridge Publishing House, has produced Cambridge
Studies in Landscape Ecology, and it has been organizing regional
conferences and world congresses every 4 years. An important
current IALE activity in the European frame, initiated by Prof.
J. Brandt and Prof. M. Antrop, is the preparatory process for
establishment of the European Association for Landscape
Ecology, which should be launched during the European IALE
Conference in Salzburg, Austria in July 2009.

Slovak landscape ecologists have actively engaged in
IALE activities. Professor M. Ruzic¢ka became the first
vice-president of IALE, and he performed this function
from 1982 to 1991. Additionally, Prof. M. Kozova acted

Czech Association for Landscape
Ecology

The foundation of the Czech Associa-
tion for Landscape Ecology (CZ-IALE) was
aresult of a certain emancipation and devel-
opment of landscape ecology as a scientific
discipline in the Czech Republic over the
past two decades. The preparatory Commit-
tee of the society led by Pavel Kovarf, began
work in 1996. From the very beginning, it
was composed of specialists from differ-
ent institutions covering and developing
the discipline of landscape ecology in the
Czech Republic. Organization of the Sep-
tember 1998 International Conference Present and Historical
Nature-Culture Interactions in Landscapes was associated with
official celebrations of the 650" anniversary of the Charles
University in Prague, and it was the most important test of
the power and competence of the Committee.

The CZ-IALE was established and oficially approved
in 1999. The scientific character of the CZ-IALE has been
emphasized by its recent acceptance into the Council of
Scientific Societies of the Czech Republic. The aim of the acti-
vities of CZ-IALE is to contribute to the further development
of landscape ecology as a scientific discipline and to its most
important influence on the praxis of landscape planning,
landscape character assessment, and also landscape prote-
ction and management. Development of inter-disciplinary
collaboration in landscape research and discussion of the
methods for teaching landscape ecology at universities is
also concentrated under the umbrella of the CZ-IALE. The
Working Group was established under the framework of the
CZ-ALE in 2006 to improve and deepen our collaboration
with landscape engineers, land use planners and landscape
architects. Invitation to work in the inter-departmental
working group, which was established for the procedure of
negotiation and implementation of the European Landscape
Convention, was one of concrete results of our collaboration
with the Ministry of Environment of the Czech Republic. The
CZ-JALE has currently accepted 149 full members.

Members are kept informed in a quaterly published
newsletter — the Bulletin of the CZ-IALE, which exists in
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
