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Upisani krajine 1.

Ked sa v roku 1965 sformovala pod vedenim profesora Milana Ruzic¢ku skupi-
na odbornikov zameranych na rieSenie problémov krajiny a jej jednotlivych kra-
jinotvornych zloZiek, nikto im nepredpovedal dlhodobu existenciu. Ale opak sa
stal pravdou. Specialisti, ktori sa upisali krajine, sa s entuziazmom a vervou pustili
do riesenia aktudlnych problémov zivotného prostredia. Svojou zanietenostou si
postupne ziskavali nielen dal$ich a dalsich odbornikov, ale aj verejnost a nakoniec
v mnohom presvedcili aj politicktl reprezentdciu, ze otazky Zivotného prostredia
su celospolocensky ddlezitou agendou a ak sa im nebude venovat primerana po-
zornost, nie je mozny trvalo udrzatelny rozvoj spolo¢nosti. A tak sa stalo, ze rady
»upisanych krajine” sa postupne rozrastali a ked' im bol rodny dom Ustavu krajin-
nej ekoldgie SAV pritesny, zacali zakladat nové a nové pracoviskd, najma na aka-
demickej pode, ale mnohi tispesne zacali implementovat svoje vedecké poznatky
aj do politiky a vzdeldvacej ¢innosti. Tak vznikol cely rad krajinnoekologickych
a environmentalnych pracovisk. Dve z nich oslavia alebo uZ slavia svoje jubilea —
50. vyrocie zalozenia Ustavu krajinnej ekologie SAV (1. janudara 1965) a 20. vyrocie
vzniku Katedry ekoldgie a environmentalistiky Fakulty prirodnych vied Univer-
zity Konstantina Filozofa v Nitre (1. janudra 1994).

Vzéjomna zomknutost obidvoch pracovisk predstavuje ojedinely jav v dezin-
tegrovanom prostredi vedy, vyskumu a vzdelavania, ako to pozorujeme v po-
slednom obdobi na Slovensku. Vzajomna spolupatri¢nost a prepojenost oboch
pracovisk sa premietla do r6znych aktivit, akymi st spolocné projekty, publikac-
né aktivity, priprava a vydavanie ucebnych textov, ale aj pri vytvarani a zabez-
pecovani podmienok pre vedecky a odborny rast mladych pracovnikov oboch
pracovisk. Spolo¢né zaujmy v ramci rozvoja ekoldgie a environmentalistiky nas
spajaju aj pri organizovani vedeckych podujati, seminarov pre doktorandov, v ob-
lasti environmentalnej vychovy a popularizécie vedy. V historickom kontexte st
obe pracoviska vysledkom dobrych tiimyslov, vedeckej erudicie a predovSetkym
chcenia, ¢o sa premietlo do vysledkov prace a mozno aj viacerych uspechov. Pi-
lierom ich zalozenia a hybnou silou rozvoja bol nas ucitel, kolega a priatel, pan
profesor Milan Ruzic¢ka, ktorého Zivotné jubileum, 85 rokov, sme si pripomenuli
tento rok. Jeho pric¢inenim st obe pracoviska aj dnes prinosom pre ekologiu a en-
vironmentalistiku, tak v oblasti vedy, vyskumu, vzdelavania, ako aj v praxi. Tre-
ba spomentt aj cely rad zamestnancov oboch pracovisk, ktori vyznamne prispeli
k prehlbovaniu brazdy zapocatej panom profesorom M. RuZzi¢kom. Prave konti-
nuita jeho myslienok rozvijanych na oboch pracoviskach, na solidnych zakladoch
systémového pristupu, je v pozadi vSetkych snah presadit sa a uplatnit aj v tychto
nelahkych podmienkach stcasného spolocenského a ekonomického vyvoja.

Naroc¢né obdobie je mozno jednou z dalSich skiisok nasho usilia, ktoré potvr-
dia opodstatnenost nasej spolocnej prace, aby sa ekoldgia a environmentalistika
stali stcastou kultury aj takej malej krajiny, akou je Slovensko. A nielen to, sloven-
ska krajinnoekologicka Skola prekrocila hranice Slovenska a vyraznou mierou sa
etablovala na medzindrodnej scéne. Metodika krajinnoekologického planovania
LANDEP, ktorej hlavnymi protagonistami s profesor M. Ruzicka a profesor L.
Miklds, sa dostala do Agendy 21 ako jedna z odportacanych metodik integrova-
ného manazmentu prirodnych zdrojov. Slovenski krajinni ekolégovia st stucastou
mnohych medzinarodnych projektov 5., 6. a 7. rimcového programu EU, st ¢len-
mi mnohych medzindrodnych vedeckych a odbornych sieti a konzorcii. V tomto
je odkaz nasho spolo¢ného snaZenia.
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Devoted to the Landscape I.

When, in 1965, a group of experts was formed to address the problems of the
landscape and its individual landscaping components under the leadership of Pro-
fessor Milan Ruzicka, nobody predicted its long-term existence. But the opposite
was true. Specialists who devoted to the landscape with enthusiasm and vigour fo-
cused on solutions of the actual environmental problems. Their enthusiasm gradu-
ally acquired not only more and more experts, but also the public and in many ways
convinced political representation that environmental issues are a major concern
of the whole society, and if they are not given proper attention, sustainable devel-
opment of society is not possible. And so it was that the number of “devoted to
the landscape” was gradually increasing and when their “birthplace” — Institute
of Landscape Ecology of SAS — became too small, they began to create new and
new workplaces, especially in academic sphere, but many have started successfully
implement their scientific knowledge into politics and educational activities. This
gave rise to a wide range of landscape ecological and environmental workplaces.
Two of them just celebrate or will celebrate its jubilee — the 50" anniversary of the
Institute of Landscape Ecology of the Slovak Academy of Sciences (1 January 1965)
and the 20" anniversary of the Department of Ecology and Environmental Sciences
of the Faculty of Natural Sciences, Constantine the Philosopher University in Nitra
(1 January 1994).

Mutual unity of these two workplaces is a unique phenomenon in the fragment-
ed environment of science, research and education, as observed recently in Slova-
kia. Mutual solidarity and interconnectedness of both departments is reflected in
various activities such as joint projects, publication activities, preparing and issuing
textbooks, but also in creating and providing conditions for scientific and profes-
sional development of young workers of both departments. Common interests in
the development of ecology and environmental sciences unite us also in organiz-
ing scientific conferences, seminars for PhD students, in the field of environmental
education and science popularization. In a historical context, both workplaces are
result of good intentions, scholarship, and especially will, which is reflected in the
results of work and various achievements. A pillar of the foundation and driving
force behind the development was our teacher, colleague and friend, Professor Mi-
lan Ruzicka, whose jubilee, 85 years, we celebrated this year. Thanks to his efforts,
both workplaces are still contributive to ecology and environmental studies as well
as to science, research, education and practice. There are, however, also a number
of employees of both departments who have significantly contributed to the work
pioneered by Professor M. Ruzicka. It is a continuity of his ideas developed by both
workplaces, on solid foundations of systemic approach, what is behind all efforts to
succeed in these uneasy conditions of the current social and economic development.

Maybe this challenging period is one of the tests of our effort to confirm the
validity of our common work to incorporate ecology and environmental sciences
into the culture of such a small country as Slovakia. Not only that, Slovak landscape
ecological school exceeded the limits of Slovakia and greatly established itself in the
international arena. The methodology of landscape planning LANDEP, whose main
protagonists are Professor M. Ruzicka and Professor L. Miklds, was included to the
Agenda 21 as one of the recommended methodologies for integrated management
of natural resources. Slovak landscape ecologists are involved in many international
projects, 5%, 6" and 7" EU Framework Programme, are members of several interna-
tional scientific and professional networks and consortia. This is a message of our
joint effort.
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
